1. Attempt to obtain written consent fro 
victim &/or parent or guardian to 
disclose information necessary for 
report of abuse.  If unable to obtain 
consent, consultation with a 
supervisor is advised before 
reporting. 

 
2. Complete “Incident Form for 

Reporting Abuse”

3. Notify OCS, APS or local law 

enforcement. 
 
4. Encourage victim &/or family to 

contact STAR for ongoing support. 

No, victim 
is an adult. 

1. Encourage victim to contact local 
law enforcement &/or STAR for 
assistance in reporting and ongoing 
support. 

IMPORTANT:  Do not contact alleged 
perpetrator or their family until after law 
enforcement investigation has been completed.  
If there are safety concerns for the parish or 
school, please discuss this with the Vicar 
General.
